e Notes made re: areas that need attention, status of roads visited by individual Board
members in recent days, and possible remedies, including input from
the County Highway Commissioner.

e The sentiment of the Board is that top priorities for 2017, per today’s Tour and
the Multi-Year Road Work chart presented last November, include:

a. grind and gravel the eastern ~1 mile of Horseshoe Lake Rd.

b. replace deep-set culverts on western segment of Horseshoe Lake Rd. near CTH W

c. grind and gravel the ~%2 mile (or more) of N. Potato Lake Road from the lake toward
Deer Head Point

d. repair (likely chipseal) the ~1 %2 mile of County Line Rd. between CTH D and the
Sugar Bol farm, and the ~%2 mile of County Line Rd. south from 12th Ave.

e. purchase approx. 7,000 yards of gravel, for various Town roads
