Town Roads

a. Gravel road work — status
e Stout has delivered all but 400 yards of the bid amount and we’re working on grading

b. Tarring, grading, ditching, culverts — status
e Tarring hasn’t happened yet. e find out who other towns hire for this e prioritize crack filling
on Horseshoe Lake Rd. East (Plummer of less concern), where chip sealing is planned in Aug.
e planned avg.-size culvert replacements ready to go, but worker availability is an issue

c. Dust control — challenges, status
e a very rainy May & June has the service behind schedule e will be here next week, likely

d. Chip sealing road work — anticipated dates for new jobs; repairs to Morningside Ln.
» Scott Construction says it looks like week of August 24th e quoted $600 to fully re-coat last
100 yds of Morningside Ln., which has not weathered as well as most of that road; sentiment of
the Board was to forego doing that e but the crew will mend the damaged driveway “apron” at
southern end of lane as a courtesy

e. Equipment maintenance & supplies
e fuel filters needed e grader running fine

f. Park Court — methods / budget in considering improvements to road surface
e Scott Construction says the least expensive road improvement on this 300-foot stretch would
be to remove the old blacktop, do a 3—4” lift, then double chip-seal. But only when Town is
doing other resurfacing work in that neighborhood.
e residents Joseph Stienessen and Ron Ottum in attendance; they revisited the idea of
abandoning Park Court e Joe is to be back in touch with the DNR re: whether vacating the lake
access point assigned to Park Court could be approved

g. Aldila Rd. — methods / budget in considering improvements to road safety
e Scott Bol looked at Aldila and assures that to remove key trees and move material so road is
straight and travel lanes a bit wider would cost far less than $25k e Lisa to request utility
locate on Aldila, to verify whether anything runs under the road surface
e parcel owner Steve Nick in attendance; he reported that the owner of the other parcel
underlying Aldila Rd. is also willing to donate land to Town in order to A) widen the travel lanes
for safety and B) revise the inaccurate 1970s plat map at the County.

h. Heather Lane — considering corrections to the plat on file at County
* Rusk County Survey Co. could survey the two parcels (Aldila’s originally planned position and
its as-built position) in the late Autumn or early Spring. Guesstimate $2,500.



e attorney Summerfield could handle the steps to transfer donated lands and refile the plat
map. Guesstimate S2k.
Signage — recent orders, installations. e two blk-on-yellow 15 MPH are on order (for N. Potato Lk)
