Road correctly (it’s two words, not one). Steve S. will update WISLR by 12/15 deadline.  
• Innovation Planning Grants – not applicable to TOR.    
• The newly run fiber optic line is ready to solicit subscriptions.

b. Winter preparedness:   MORE SNOW FENCING – ZAJECS ARE DOING THIS; EQPT. MAINTENANCE – NEW TRUCK 

LEAK WAS FIXED AND VEHICLE IS IN NEW SHED. WILL ORDER NEW TIRE CHAINS IF LAST SEASON’S DON’T FIT NEW 

TRUCK’S TIRES;  BOB OR STEVE S. TO ORDER ONE YARD SALT TO REFRESH LEFTOVER SAND
